Using VSTi’s in SongFrame
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To use VST Instruments in SongFrame, you must first tell the program
to look for your VSTi’s. In the Setup -> MIDI and Plug-In Setup
->Plug-In Setup tab, check the box in the lower left hand corner, and
quit/relaunch SongFrame. Next - you’ll need to tell SongFrame where
to find all your installed VSTi’s. If the “Use Plug-In’s” box is checked,
every time SongFrame loads (or anytime these paths are changed) the
program goes out and performs an “inventory” of the available plug-in’s
in the specified paths. Add the paths for the plug-in’s you want, and
click any other tab in this window. SongFrame will show a “Load-

ing Plug-In Instruments” progress bar. This process can take a few
seconds to a few minutes, depending on how many plug-in’s are on your
system.

When this progress bar disappears, click on the tab of the track you’d
like to use a VSTi on -Chords, MIDI/Melody or Drums.

Chord Track
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Click the “Use Plug-In Instrument?” checkbox, and you will see a
drop-down menu which should contain all the VSTi’s in the paths you
indicated. Select one, and to load sounds, click on the “V” icon which
now appears in the Track Controls are of the selected track. This loads
up the front panel of that VSTi. Choose the sound or preset you want
and close the front panel. SongFrame will now use that sound source for
the MIDI data in the track.

Note - SongFrame does not allow you to save VSTi settings like some
DAWs can - you’ll have to re-load your sounds each time you run Song-
Frame.
