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Chorducopia QuickStart Guide

Chorducopia loads in Grid Mode. Type any chord name or partial chord name in the
Search box and hit the Enter key - the table below shows the resulting chords.

Click on the guitar fretboard diagram to hear the chord played.

Choose from 6 instruments in the Played On menu:
1 Bank A: actual fretboard diagram voicings shown (3 instruments)
1 Bank B: chord formula voicings (3 instruments)

There are 3 Filters for chords provided:

T All - Shows all chords in the (990 chords.)

T Common - Shows the 21 most commonly found chord types in popular music.

1 Key - shows a collection of chords representing the chords in the selected Major
key as well as some additional related chords.

Once a chord has been selected, click Show Related to enter Carousel Mode. This
shows 10 chords which share notes in common with the selected chord. Choose how
many notes shared in the Notes dialog. The number of related chords is displayed at
the bottom, and use the right and left arrows to show the next or previous set of 10
related chords.

Click on any chord diagram in the carousel to hear the chord sound. Click on the

original chord in the upper right to hear it as well - compare chord sounds this way.
Click Back to Results to return to Grid Mode.

Welcome to Chorducopia, perhaps the most complete and useful chord library available
today. Chorducopia is aimed at songwriters and musicians of all skill levels. We have
assembled a collection of hand-picked chord types representing the most often used
chords in rock, pop, country, blues and jazz - and put them in a simple to use tool with
the ability to hear the chords played by a variety of instruments. We provide 2 banks of
sounds; voicings of the chords as shown in the included guitar fretboard diagrams, and
more theoretically correct voicings constructed from the chord formula and played over
a 2 octave range. Once you have found a particular chord, Chorducopia allows you to
look at and hear every related chord that shares common notes; you decided how
many notes the chords must share. Songwriters looking for the ideal chord substitute
can quickly audition the new possible substitute next to the original chord. Guitar
players of all levels can use the tool to learn new chords. Beginning guitar students can
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focus on the critical chords in each key and hear how they should sound if fingered
properly.

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Using Chorducopia
Using Chorducopia

Chorducopia was designed to be VERY simple to use. There are 2 main view modes in
Chorducopia; Grid Mode and Carousel Mode. When you first start the application, it
opens in Grid Mode displaying a C Major chord. The currently selected chord is always
shown in the upper right corner of the display as a guitar fretboard diagram.

Grid Mode

GRID Mode is used to search for chords. The currently selected chord is upper right..
Simply click on this diagram to hear the chord played. The table shows the Chord
name, the description of the chord, the number of notes in the formula for each chord,
and the chord formula itself. Double clicking on any chord in the table will also cause it
to play. Type in the name of a chord or any part of a chord name in the search box and
hit Enter; Chorducopia will show the results in the table below. Looking for all chords
with "add9" in the name? This mode is perfect for that! The number of chords the filter
found is always shown at the bottom center of the display.

We'll discuss the Chord Sounds Selection as well as the 3 filter modes (All, Common,
and Key) a bit further down.

Carousel Mode

Carousel Mode is used to show potential chord substitutions. It shows chords related to
the Chord currently displayed in Grid Mode. Simple choose how many notes the
potential substitute chord must share in common with the selected chord via the drop
down menu, and the carousel will show you the 1st 10 matches found. Click on any
chord in the carousel to hear it - even ones that are on the sides or back of the carousel.
As you click on a chord, it will spin around to be front and center. Click on the original
selected chord in the upper right at any time also and it will sound. Click between both
to hear subtle differences in chord sounds; this is ideal for finding that interesting
substitute to keep your progressions interesting. Chorducopia was designed to play
chord sounds without cutting off the sound of the previous chord clicked - this is
especially useful in comparing the sound of two chords.

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The bottom of the display will show you how many matches were found that met the
conditions. Simply click the right or left arrows at the bottom right of the display to see
the next set of 10 matching chords. To return to Grid Mode, click on Back to results in
the bottom left corner at any time.

Fretboard Diagrams

There are 990 total chords in the Chorducopia chord library representing 55 chords in

each key name. In the development of other Tanager AudioWorks products, we have

entered literal y t housands of songs from the 1920 s t
database. The 55 chord types in Chorducopia were arrived at by reducing this

database to the most important chords found in popular music. We compared these to

the mostpopularprinte d " chord encycl opedia” products on
we have the most complete set of chords for songwriters available. Printed chord

encyclopedias provide something Chorducopia purposefully does not - countless guitar

voicings of each chord type. We hand-picked the guitar chord voicing we deemed the

best balance between playable by mortal humans and a good sounding voicing. For

Major and Minor chords, we give the user 3 possible voicings. For all other chord types,

we chose one to show. Chorducopia is really focused on songwriters, so we'll leave it to

the fine makers of chord books to provide the tools to show you 26 possible voicings of

the Bmin7b5 chord. The chord diagrams themselves were also designed to be a

"greatest hits" of the various styles of diagrams used - complete with fingering

assistance, fret numbering and the guitar nut depicted as a thicker line to ensure easy

detection of the correct fret position at a glance.

One more thing - popular music makes heavy use of slash chords. These are
conventional chords with additional bass note
note name after the slash is an additional bass note - these are not included in

Chorducopia, but we are considering it for a future release. Give us your feedback in

Searching for Chords

To search for a chord, type all or part of a chord name in the search box and hit Enter;

the closest match will be highlighted in the grid below along with all other chords in the

library meeting that search criteria. Simply click on the chord diagram or double-click on

the grid text to hear the chord played. If you are unsure of the chord name but you

would” know it when you hear iit”, Choourdlsipcetiypi a i s
much as fast as you can click on them.

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Common Chords Filter

By clicking on the Common button, you limit the chord display to the 21 most common
chord types found in popular music. These are:

1 Major Chords (3 common voicings for guitar are provided)
T Minor Chords (3 common voicings for guitar are provided)
T ”5” Chords (a rock & roll staple chord!)
T 7 (Dominant 7th’ s)

T Diminished

T Sus2, Sus 4 (more rock & roll and jangle rock staples)

Most chord books and encyclopedias focus on a smaller collection of chord types - this
list should provide a similar chord catalog. (Chord books usually provide several guitar
voicings for each chord type, but Chorducopia shows the one voicing we deemed was
the most useful and playable for the chord types. The exception is major and minor
chords, where we've provided 3 voicings for each.

Key Chords Filter

The Key Filter tool allows you to limit the display of chords to an enhanced version of

the chords that belong to a selected major scale. These 32 chords per key represent

the bulk of chords used in progressions for rock, pop and country songs written in that
given key. The chords provided are as follows:

Finding Chord Substitutes

Most chord books fail in providing the ability to show a songwriter what chords are the
best substitutes for a selected chord. This is where Chorducopia shines! For any given
selected chord in Grid mode, simply click on the button on the bottom labeled Show
Related. Carousel Mode appears, and the user is presented with potential chord
substitutes for the selected chord. Select the Notes In Common pull-down menu and
choose the number of notes that the chord substitute candidates must share in common
with the selected chord. (The higher the number, the closer the chords will sound.) The
number of possible substitutes ("related
display, and Chorducopia shows the user 10 chords at a time in a carousel type
graphic. Simply click on any chord in the carousel to hear it; you can click on chords on
the back side of the carousel too and they will move to the front and play. The original
selected chord is always shown in the fret board diagram in the upper right; click on it to
hear it as well. By clicking on the selected chord and then the substitute chord, you can
get a very good feel for how the substitute will work in your song. Click on the arrows in
the bottom right to audition the next set of 10 substitute chords. Do this until you find
the one that works best! Click on Back to Results to get back to Grid Mode.

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Changing Chord Sounds

Below the Search box is a pull down menu next to the words Played On. There are 6
available chord sounds in Chorducopia. They are divided into two Banks of sounds; A
and B.

Bank A sounds (Clean Strat, Classical Guitar and Rock Guitar) are the actual note
voicings of the chord fret board diagram shown in the program. These are useful for
guitar students to hear what the chord shown sound like if fingered properly.

Bank B sounds (Acoustic Guitar, Rhodes Piano, Grand Piano) are voicings made up
from the chord formula notes over 2 octaves. These voicings serve asthe” mo s t
correct” chord s dqGhordssan bermade lugeof dnywberedrony2.to 7
notes; many instruments like guitar are not capable of playing 7 simultaneous notes.
Guitar chord voicings are therefore imperfect approximations and some notes have
been dropped in order to play the chord. The Bank B sounds allow the user to compare
the displayed guitar voicing to the way the chord should sound on a piano. Play around
with listening to the chords with the different voicings as well as played on different
instruments.

Re-Sizing the Display
The Chorducopia window can be re sized allowing more table information to be shown
in Grid Mode or providing more space between chords in Carousel Mode. By making

the display larger, you can see more information in the Grid Mode chord table and re
size the column width by grabbing and dragging the column separators.
